· Government proposals are to increase contributions by an extra £100 per month, increase retirement age to 68, introduce a career average scheme and reduce the value of your pension by using CPI rather than RPI.


· It is essential you all take strike action on 30th to protect your and other teachers’ pensions.  It is important that the public sector is protected and for you to be part of that public sector demonstration.  


· By taking strike action you will lose a day’s pay – this is likely to be around £75 for an ‘average’ teacher.  


· Strike action will not break your continuous service and will not affect your pension adversely.  For those close to retirement your annual pension will decrease by just over £1 a year.  


· The 2007 changes, which were negotiated and agreed are now being rescinded.  There has been no actuarial assessment which they are required to do.  


· Teachers have paid £46bn more into the pension scheme than has been paid out.
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
