URGENT MESSAGE to the NUT Representative

School Reps’ Training: TLR Allowances and PPA
The Union is holding three courses for School Representatives, one in each LEA area, to explain the coming re-structuring of all schools’ staffing.  All management points will be abolished.  Some staff will be appointed on one of 2 grades of Teaching and Learning Responsibilities allowances.  This will not be an assimilation exercise as in the past.  Schools should start again to create their SMT and middle management structure from scratch.   There are no recommended models for different sorts of schools – every school has to decide its own structure and even the value of the allowances awarded (or to use only the statutory minimum values). The Government requires that, overall, there will be fewer allowances than at present.
The course in the Western Area has been arranged for the West Suffolk PDC, Bury St Edmunds, for Thursday 30th June, 09:30 to 16:00.  All Reps are invited.
Please complete and post or FAX the reply slip below, or e-mail as above. Please reply straight away and by Friday 17th June at the very latest.
The LEA has been informed and heads will be expected to release NUT Reps for this very important training.  If you do not have a representative at present, please make sure that one NUT member attends to be briefed.  It will be vital when your school begins its consultation and implementation.  Lunch will be provided and travel, etc. expenses will be met.
The NUT opposes TLRs and is still seeking to stop their introduction.   A card to send a protest to Government and MPs is being distributed.  Briefing papers on the DfES “Toolkit” will be coming from headquarters and further information will follow.   This “reform” will affect the future of virtually all teachers and many risk losing both pay and pension.   Some people will simply lose their allowance, others will have the cash value of the allowance maintained for three years and unless basic pay rises to overtake the old salary.  The course will also be an up-date on PPA arrangements.
